Program 
Our Benalmadena summer program is hosted by 
one of Spain’s leading youth organizations in the 
South of Spain.  The program takes place at our 
partner school's privately owned high school 
campus and the facilities consist of modern and 
bright classrooms as well as a dining room, a 
cafe/cafeteria, library, common rooms, teachers’ 
room, a computers room, a small theatre and an 
arts studio. In addition the school has a covered 
sports pavilion, sport fields outside and a 
swimming pool. The campus is only minutes from 
sandy beaches, cafes and restaurants and a 15 
minute train ride to downtown Malaga.   

Course 
The summer Teen Homestay Program in 
Benalmadena has been designed specifically for 
young learners and offers 15 lessons per week of 
intensive Spanish instruction taught each morning 
from 9:30 to 13:00.  In addition, each week you 
will participate in 3 afternoons of sports activities 
and 3 evening activities.  Sports activities include 
volleyball, swimming, basketball, etc. Group 
tennis lessons are also available at an extra cost.* 
Evening activities include cultural presentations,

Accommodation Supervision Level 
 
The supervision level for this program is 
MEDIUM.  This program is intended teens 
who are comfortable with a certain 
amount of independence.  Students are 
accompanied by school staff during class 
time and on school-organized activities. 
 
Please note:  
This program is officially open to 13 to 
17 year olds, however, due to the level 
of supervision and the evening curfew, 
we feel it is best suited to students 
between the ages of 15 and 17.   
 
Spain is a country where people of all 
ages tend to stay out quite late at 
night. Dinner is often not eaten until 
9:30 PM and many Spanish teens 
consider it very unfashionable to go out 
before 11:00 PM. During the summer 
months the streets of any Spanish city or 
town are crowded until 2:00 or 3:00 AM 
and the late curfew for this program 
reflects this lifestyle. 

 

The accommodation is in fully-screened 
and carefully selected host families, most 
of whom are parents of students who 
attend the high school during the year. 
The families live close to the town centre 
and approx. 20 minutes walking distance 
from the school. 
 
Accommodation is provided in double 
rooms and on a full board basis: breakfast 
and dinner from Monday to Friday and all 
meals on weekends. Monday to Friday 
lunches are served in the dining room of 
the school. 

Payment details  
 
A $300 US/$300 CDN per person non-
refundable deposit is due upon booking and 
is payable by cheque.  The remaining 
amount is due 60 days prior to departure 
and is payable by cheque, money order, 
bank wire/transfer or credit card.
